Repeated listening is required to fully explore the vast soundscape that they 
have created here. ñAbysmal Depthò could be described as a distorted fusion of dub and electronica but also delves 
into the 4x4 genre. Once again, their use of constantly transforming effects and mood altering atmospherics give this 
track the quality of being able to take the listener on a journey and leaves them with an awkward sense of not 
knowing exactly where theyôve just been.
